Dear Administrator Garvey:

We write concerning the Federal Aviation Administration’s (FAA) decision to revoke Pro Air’s operational certification on September 18, 2000. We strongly support FAA efforts to maximize the safety of airline passengers, and expect that the FAA will continue to take all necessary steps to make public safety the top priority in its regulatory decision making.

Because Pro Air’s operational hub is located at Detroit City Airport, many of our constituents’ travel plans have been affected by this decision. Also, Pro Air’s economic future, along with 350 jobs, are at stake, as well as the competitive benefit this small carrier has brought. Therefore, we respectfully request a detailed outline of the concerns that led the FAA to decertify Pro Air, as well as the procedures the FAA follows during this type of action. Additionally, to the extent you can properly advise us, we would like to know what remedial options Pro Air has that would fully address the safety concerns and still enable the airline to resume operations before employee attrition and lack of revenue irreversibly undermine its economic viability.

Considering the importance of this issue, we request an expedited response to this inquiry. We further ask that our request be treated in strict accordance with existing agency rules, regulations and ethical guidelines.

Thank you for your long-standing commitment to safe air travel. We look forward to your comments.
